Many sites are in desolation and have been destroyed
under the influence of natural-climatic factors. The
existing system of its protection doesn’t correspond to
the rates of industrial and civil construction and
growing mismanagement. The situation is aggravated
by the lack of information about the state and cultural
value of the most of the objects.

The Association on the Conservation of the Russian
Industrial Heritage understands its responsibility for
the fate of the most important part of national property
and therefore considers it 10 be its duty to organize all
possible events, in order to save the sites of industrial
culture in our country.

— promotion 1o restoration of the lost technologies
and folk-trades;

— distribution of the necessary documents
concerning the sites of industrial culture among all the
Russian and foreign organisations which are interested
in the conservation;

— creation of the material base for the conservation
of the sites of industrial culture;

2. Scientific research, including:
