Suininary

Today East Asia is a vary dynamically growing and changing world region where we can observe
a great diversity of national interests and strategies. In total, they portray economic and geostrategic
scene of East Asia as a region of conmplicated multilateral interplay. Russia's attempts to formulate
a prospective national strategy towards East Asia are now hampered not only by the inveterate
- inclination of the former Soviet foreign policy centered on Western Europe and the current intestine
war of particular interests for a dominance, but also by the keen contradictions between Moscow-run
"nationalwide” policy and the vital interests ol peripherial regions, such as the Russian Far East.
At the same time, the Pacific facade of Russia has no self-sufficient prerequisities — without the
Federal support and a proper national strategy for the Pacific — to become a substantial well-to-do
partner for the East Asiatic community. The Russian goals and interests.in the Pacilic could not be
viewed with great optimism, because, in spite of orié?nal euphoric expectations, national interests
and strategies of the most developed Pacific countries and not focused on the Russian Far East. For
Japan, South Korea and the USA, the Russian Pacific region still holds the lowest lines in a list of
their national economic priorities. The economic cooperation between the Russian Far East and China
— a somewhat more successful — is clouded by the future threat of uncontrollable Chinese
immigration. So, the present difficulties of Russia to develop more intensive ecoomic and political
relations with its-East Asiatic neighbours could be estimated primarlily as a mirror of the official
Russian neglection of these geographic diections — as well as its own extreme eastern periphery.

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THE URALS IN MIGRATION DYNAMICS OF RUSSIA IN THE XXTH
CENTURY

Summary

The paper argues that main stages of migration transition in the Urals, being in close connection
with the industrialization process, were in a full accordance with the universal conceptual schemes
of drastic changes in urbanization and migration during the XXth century. The accelerated Frowth
of the regional economy in the 1930s led to the massive displacements of the rolgulation (voluntary
as well as compuisory), and these in-migrations accounted lor the four fifth of the aggregate urban
population growth in the region. The sizable influx of the evacuees and refugees during the early
months of the Great Patriotic War had given place to the essential and mainly not filled up casualities
and losses for the rest of war-time. : , ) .

During the postwar period, the intensive migrations were bound up with the increasing outflow
of population from the rural areas and small- and medium-sized towns. So the migration increase in
the cities and large towns was due to the intraregional redistribution of population, while the
ncm-eguivalent interregional population exchange resulted in great losses of the most trained and
skilled manpower, But migration process of the late 1980s—early 1990s saw turbulent changes,
such as the cessation of rural out-migration, the increase of return migration from urban localities
to rural areas, the growth of ethnic migartion from the former USSR’s republics and the national
autonomies of Russia, the increasing emigration of dispersed peoples which have no national states
on the Russian territory. ‘ - '
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
